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How The Program Works

Single women and women with chil-
dren may apply to our Transitional
Housing Program. (Currently, we do
not have available space for men or
young males older than 16). Appli-
cants must submit to a criminal back-
ground check before they are accepted
into the program.

Housing is provided at no-cost, as
the parent works on her personalized
program. Transitional

Program clients
meet weekly with ¢
OFFKM staff, review-
ing their weekly goals
and making sure they
are meeting other re-
quirements, such as contribution to the
upkeep and maintenance of the Transi-
tional Housing Program household.
